Standing and Sitting 

Sitting is for contemplation and humility, which requires 

that our body be in a state of rest to facilitate listening, 

contemplation and absorption, and to direct the vision of 

the mind and the heart to Jesus. In that, we “seek God’s 

face” (Psalm 27:8). He is more sublime than we are, yet, 

He comes to meet us, and we, in turn, seek rapprochement 

with Him through our prayers. Sitting for contemplation 

also helps us enter into the depths of our souls, thus, 

realizing our poverty, weakness and limitations before the 

Omnipotence of God, and concurrently, to find God in the 

depths of our souls. He is “closer to us than we are to 

ourselves,” as St. Augustine says, and when we find God 

in our inner self, we know ourselves.  to be continued   

 
 

Stay with me, Lord, for it is necessary to          

have You present so that I do not forget  

You.
