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MARONITE HISTORY 

 

Patriarch John Hadj 

    On April 28, 1890, the Maronite Bishops unanimously 

elected John Hadj as Patriarch. He was an alumnus of the 

seminary of Ain-Warka. He also had studied civil law, and 

his reputation was such that he was named Judge for the 

Christians of Lebanon in 1844 at a time of deep crisis for 

his countrymen. He was courageous in defending their just 

rights. 

     As Patriarch, John Hadj embellished the residences of 

Bkerke and Diman, giving them proper stature. He was 

decorated by France with the Legion of Honor and received 

from the Ottoman sultan the medjidie of the first class and 

the Grand Osmanic cordon. 

     Patriarch Hadj gave a vigorous impetus to the 

establishment of schools, to the discipline of the clergy, to 

diverse works which would raise the level of his people. He 

showed himself to be a devoted, skilled defender of both 

Latin and Maronite foundations for the instruction of youth, 

for the help of the poor, and for the development of the 

Christian life.
