THE STRUCTURE OF THE NEW MARONITE QURBONO 

The Structure of the Anaphora  

Preparation for Communion  

This is an independent rite; it begins with the Lord's Prayer and 

includes penance, contrition, forgiveness, imposition of the hand, 

and absolution. For the conscientious community, this is a rite of 

communal penance for the absolution of sins, those sins which do 

not require an individual confession through the Mystery of 

Penance. With confession itself, this rite becomes and true and 

complete rite. In fact, the Mystery of Penance is but a rite of 

admission of sins, contrition for them, and absolution received 

through the power bestowed upon the priest by the Lord Jesus. All 

these elements are found in this rite. We must clarify this point in 

order to encourage the faithful to participate in the communion, 

without having to confess their sins, except in the case when more 

serious sins urge the necessity of confession through the Mystery of 

Penance. 

The Lord's Prayer 

The congregation either recites or sings the Lord's Prayer, with 

extended hands. It is placed in the Qurbono, for through it, we ask 

for bread and forgiveness: "Give us our daily bread and forgive us 

our trespasses". The Lord's Prayer is truly a complete act of 

contrition. The extending of hands is a sign of supplication and 

petition for pardon. The following prayer has the same meaning.
